Maintaining Image Quality When Converting Your Dissertation to PDF

Converting your word file to PDF can result in unintended image compression reducing the quality of
your images. This can be especially problematic when preparing your dissertation for submission to
ProQuest. In order to prevent image compression you must change your Acrobat settings in Word.

Here are some instructions for Word 2007:

1. Click on the Acrobat tab and chose Preferences on the ribbon.
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2. Click on Advanced Settings.
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3. Open the Images folder.
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4. Choose Off as the compression setting for all types of images. Then click ok.
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
